Sir Shri Ram, an eminent and public-spirited philanthropist,
an outstanding industrialist, a visionary businessman and an
educationalist, was born on April 27, 1884, His parents were
Shri Madan Mohan Lal and Smt. Chando Devi, Sir Shri Eam
completed his schooling in Delhi and joined Delhi Clath Mills
(DCM) in 1900 a5 a humble worker and went on to turn it into
one of the largest business houses of India - the DCM Group.

Sir Shri Ram was an ardent advocate of education. As early as in
1921, he demanded free and compulsory education [or all.
During his life, his main emphasis was on vocational, technical
and women's education. He conducted first experiment in
vocation-oriented education to promote business education by
founding the Commercial Education Trust in the year 1920,
Over the next forty years the trust set up no less than seven
educational institutions including the Shri Ram College of
Commerce and the Lady Shri Ram College, both in Delhi. The
Commercial Education Trust laid the foundation of the
Commercial College in 1026 which, on its silver jubilee in
1951, was rechristened after the name of the founder as the
Shri Ram College of Commerce. popularly known as SRCC,
Over the years, SRCC has established itself as an institution
having a vision of fostering meaningful education in the field
of business and economics across the globe.

Sir Shri Ram played an instrumental role in setting up
prominent educational institutions such as the Shri Ram
College of Commerce and the Lady Shri Ram College In
recognition of his important contribution for the society. the
British Government bestowed upon him the prestigious
Enighthood in 1841,

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It has two large reading halls accommodating around three
hundred students. It is well equipped with all the modern
facilities and resources (print and electronic) in the form of
CD-ROMs, DVD-ROM, video cassettes etc. It has also
developed a full-fledged digital library. The library collection
can be searched in OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue). It
also permits access to the electronic resources provided by
DULS (Delhi University Library System) and also provides
remote access to e-publications through DELNET.

TENS, Muscle
Stimulator, SWD [short move diathermy], Traction Machine,
wax bath therapy.

The college has limited accommodation for boys and girls in
two separate hostels in the college campus itself(145 for boys
and 53 for girls). Their respective messes are run by Hostlers
on 'no profit no loss' basis. A newly constructed 100 beded
girls hostel is about to be operational in near future. On
campus residence of students, gives the college fraternity an
image of an extended family. Both hostels are equipped with
Wi-fi and hostel administration tries to provide requisite
facilities of international standards.

Centre for Academic Excellence

The College has setup a Centre for Academic Excellence to
provide financial support to staff and students for presenting
papers in seminars/conferences of national and international
repute and also for attending training programmes.

National Centre for Corporate Governance

The College has been accorded the status of 'National Centre
for Corporate Governance' by the National Foundation for
Corporate Governance, Ministry of Corporate Affairs
(Government of India).

Maintenance of Discipline among Students-

The following shall amount to acts of gross indiscipline:

Physical assault or threat to use physical force, against any
member of the teaching and non-teaching staff or student.

Semester Examinations: Every student is required to
take semester examinations during November/
December for Semester-I/IIl/V and April/May for
Semester 1I/IV/VI. The semester examinations carry 75
percent weightage of the maximum marks in each paper.

Internal Assessment: As per internal assessment
scheme of the University of Delhi, 25 percent weightage
of the maximum marks in each paper is based on the
following:

e  Marksforattendance -5 percent
e  Marksforwritten assignments—10 percent
e  Marksforclass tests—10 percent

Attendance Requirements: Eery student is required to
attend all the classes and tutorials. The minimum
attendance required separately for classroom lectures
and tutorials is two-third of the total classes held during
each semester. The attendance marks will be, awarded
only after attainment of minimum 67% attendance.
Therefore students are advised to follow attendance
rules strictly.

Tutorials: Every student is required to attend tutorial
classes strictly for close interaction with the respective
teachers and submit the assignments given to them on
time. The marks given for these assignments are part of
the internal assessment and count for 10 pecent of total
marks in each paper.

Class Tests: very student is required to take a class test in
each paper in every semester. The marks awarded in the
class test are taken into account for internal assessment
with 10 percent weightage of total marks in each paper.

A studentshall be eligible for promotion from 1st year to
2nd year/11l semester provided he/she has passed 50%
papers of I and II semester taken together and similarly
for promotion from 2nd year to 3rd year/V semester.

The students shall be declared fail as per the formula
prescribed in Table 'A'. However, they shall have the
option to retain the marks in the paper in which they
want toretain.

Eligibility for award of degree: A student shall be
declared eligible for degree provided he/she passed all
the papers of 1styear, 2nd year and 3rd year of a course as
per clause 12(3) of Ordinance IX.

A student who has to reappear in a paper prescribed for
Semester I/IIl/ V may do so only in the Semester
examinations to be held in November/December. A
student who has to reappear in a course prescribed for
Semester II/IV/VI may do so only in the examination to be
held in April/May.

Course-wise Merit List for Merit Based UG Admissions

The Suggested Course- and Category-wise Merit List
published on the University website shall be adhered to by all
Colleges/ Departments of University of Delhi.

The marks entered by the applicant (at the time of
registration on the UG Admissions Portal) will serve as the
basis for computing the total marks for course-specific
combinations of "Best Four" for admission in B.A.
(Hons.)/B.Com (Hons.). This may be displayed on the UG
Admissions Portal before the declaration of First Cut-Off
marks by the Colleges/ Departments.

A separate updated merit list will be published as an
Annexure for applicants whose marks are updated after the
publication of the Suggested Course and Category-wise Merit
List.

In order to facilitate the said Merit List, the applicant may
choose subjects as relevant from List A and List B.

Relaxations in Course-specific Eligibility Criteria

e Todetermine their eligibility and merit, applicants from
the SC/ST categories shall be given a relaxation to the
extent of 5% in the respective eligibility criteria and
merit for admission prescribed for applicants from the
UR category. If, after giving 5% relaxation, these reserved
seats still remain vacant, further relaxation would be
given to the extent required in order to fill all the
reserved seats in the course concerned. Eligibility in
such cases is the pass percentage.

To determine the eligibility and merit, applicants from
the OBC category shall be given a relaxation in the
respective eligibility in the qualifying examination to the
extent of 10% of the eligibility marks prescribed for
applicants from the UR Category. For example, if the
minimum eligibility for admission to a course is 40% for
the UR Category applicants, the minimum eligibility for
the OBC category will be 36% (i.e. 40% minus 10% of 40%).

Applicants from the PwBD category shall be given a
relaxation in the respective eligibility for the course
concerned in the qualifying examination to the extent of
5%. For example, if the minimum eligibility for
admission to a course is 40% for the UR Category
applicants, the minimum eligibility for the PwBD
category will be 38% (i.e. 40% minus 5% of 40%).

If the applicant has studied "Botany” and "Zoology"
separately, the total of marks in both these papers must
be entered in the respective fields for theory and
practicals under the heading "Biology” in the field
provided in your admission form.

If the applicant's marksheet contains both Class XI and
XII marks, the applicant must enter only the Class XII
marks in the respective fields provided in the admission
forms.

Applicants should have passed theory and practical
separately. Any paper with both theory and practical
component will be considered only in the ratio 70
(theory): 30 (practical) if the theory component of the
paper is less than 70%.

Step I: Online verification of documents by the college

The College shall verify the documents uploaded by the
applicant for eligibility and meeting the required Cut-Off.

i. Course in-charge to verify the minimum qualifications
and cut-off requirement, else todecline.

Convenor admission to recheck and approve the
admission or decline.

Reservations for SC/ST/OBC/EWS

The merit list for the unreserved category (UR) seats will
comprise all the applicants in order of merit. No one will be
excluded from the same. In other words, the merit list will
also include SC/ST/OBC/EWS applicants, irrespective of
category, if they meet the criterion of merit for UR category.

No applicant can be excluded from the UR category merit list
just because the applicant belongs to or has applied under
SC/ST/OBC/EWS category. Such an applicant is entitled to be
considered under the UR category, as well as under the
reserved category. Admission to UR category seats will be
strictly in order of merit without excluding SC/ST/OBC/EWS
applicants.

Development Officer (Lakshadweep Islands).

The applicant must note that the SC/ST Certificate from any
other person/ authority shall not be accepted in any case. If
the applicant happens to belong to SC or ST, applicant's caste/
tribe must be listed in the appropriate Govt. of India
Schedule.

The Caste Certificate should clearly state: (a) Name of his/her
caste/tribe (b) whether applicant belongs to SC or ST (c)
District and the State or Union Territory of applicant's usual
place of residence, and (d) the appropriate Govt. of India
Schedule under which his/ her caste/ tribe is approved as SC
or ST.

Layer' and whose caste appears in the Central List of the
OBCs only, shall be eligible to be considered for
admission under the OBC category (Validity period of
OBC certificate in respect of 'non-creamy layer' status of
the applicants as per DOPT Office Memorandum No.

Ward Quota

Admission to the wards of University and College permanent
in-service employees, both teaching and non-teaching, to the

various undergraduate courses, excluding professional

courses and other courses where admission is made on the

basis of entrance test, is to be made according to the following

criteria:

1.

Admission to wards (children) of the permanent in-
service employees at the college where employees are
working will be given on the basis of merit among such
applicants subject to ordinarily one seat for every unit of
up to sixty students in a course and subject to fulfilment
of course-specific eligibility conditions.

For admission of the wards (sons/daughters) of the
permanent in-service employees of the University/other
colleges (teaching/non-teaching) the total number of
seats for admission will not exceed six (three for the
teaching and three for the non-teaching employees) on
the basis of merit among such applicants subject to a
maximum of ordinarily one seat for every unit of up to
sixty students in a course and subject to fulfilment of
course-specific eligibility conditions.

The admissions on the above norms will be against seats
over and above the normal strength.

Applicants who wish to apply for admission under ward
quota must fill the online registration form on the
university portal. They must choose the colleges they
wish to apply to from the list provided at the time of
registration. The schedule and process for admission
under this quota will be notified on the University
website.

Extra-curricular and Sports Quota (Supernumerary Seats)

1.

Colleges must provide sports facilities and encourage all
students to participate in Sports and Extra-Curricular
Activities (ECA) by introducing inter-class competitions
and mass sports. Representation of at least 1% each (of
total intake capacity of the college) of ECA and Sports is
mandatory for all colleges, subject to a ceiling of 5% (of
total intake capacity of the college) in total for ECA and
Sports together.

The actual number of seats to be filled based on ECA and
Sports is decided given the facilities available, the
requirement of the colleges and other relevant factors.

Admission based on ECA and Sports is not available in
courses where admission is based on the entrance test.

The NOW praject is unique in a way that it follows adopts a participatory approach in terms of managing the waste by all the
stakeholders, ie. the student, faculty, staff, shops and establishments, visitors and
residents. They are motivated to segregate the waste generated by them in four different
categories in four color-coded containers, viz. Green- Wet Waste, Blue- Dry Waste, Red-
Domestic Biomedical Waste and Black- Domestic Hazardous Waste. In this regard, the
model demonstrates how citizens participate in the dialogue, decision-making, and
implementation of solutions towards the common goals.

The NOW model of decentralized waste management system is a true representative of
an effective system of collection and transportation mechanism. processing and
treatment system. safe disposal of inert, refuse and residual waste. as well as
transformation of waste in terms of converting them into marketable Value-Added
Products. The segregated wet waste is processed for making organic compost and the dry
recyclables and e-waste (also known as special waste) is sold off through. while the domestic bio-medical waste is disposed of safely by
tie up with autherized waste management agency.
